Any requests for prescription refills should be made by calling the office and should 
be made at least 48 hours before your medication runs out. No prescription refills will 
be given after office hours or on weekends. Narcotic prescriptions will be given at the 
discretion of the physician.

Please allow up to 2 weeks for forms to be completed and signed by the provider. 
There may be a charge depending on the form requested to be completed.

We practice exclusively at McLaren Bay Region.

We participate with most insurance companies. It is your responsibility to check with 
your insurance company to verify participation. It is your responsibility to make sure 
you have an insurance referral for services provided in our office. You are responsible 
to pay insurance co-pay, deductible, and account balance at the time of service unless 
other payment arrangements have been made.

For your protection, no records will be released from this office without written and 
signed consent from you.
